· BCC Baseball will take appropriate action on all allegations of child abuse and or sexual misconduct.  All allegations will be reported immediately to the authorities for investigation and BCC Baseball will cooperate fully with any such investigation.

The following is a list of preventative measures which should be take:

· Physical, mental, and verbal abuses are forbidden.

· Inappropriate touching is forbidden

· Managers/coaches should not socialize with the participants outside of the sponsored activities of the organization.

· Managers/sponsors shall not ride solo with a child.

· Parents are encouraged to attend sponsored activities.

· If a child needs special attention (one-on-one), do it with the assistance of another adult.
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
